1. Definitions

In this Agreement the following expressions shall have the meanings set out below:

1.1 ‘The Students’ Union at UWE XXX Club’ Season 20XX/XX (September 20XX to May 20XX)
1.2 ‘Name and address of Sponsor’

2. SPONSOR NAME OBLIGATIONS

SPONSOR NAME agrees to:

2.1 Pay UWE XXX the sum of £XXX  by BACS into their Students’ Union club account upon receipt of invoice, split into 2 instalments as follows:-

2.5 E.G. Set up a bonus system to pay up to 50% of the annual sponsorship fee should XXXX Club/Society exceeds their term targets by over 100%.

2.6 E.G. Provide a sectioned off  area in Walkabout every Wednesday throughout the season

2.7 E.G. Provide XXXX Club/Society with jpeg of the Sponsor logo.  Such logo not to be amended in any way by XXXX Club/Society.

2.8 E.G. Maintain contact with the Club/Society President and/or the UWE Opportunities Manager and to direct any issues connected with the agreement to them.

3 UWE XXXX OBLIGATIONS

XXXX Club/Society agrees to:

3.1 E.G.Ensure its members attend Sponsor every XXXX evenings throughout the playing season

3.2 E.G Distribute Sponsor name flyers at the Students’ Union Freshers’ Fair, such flyers to be approved by Students’ Union Event staff at least two working days in advance of the event.

3.3 E.G Prominently display the sponsor name logo on the Students’ Union website and through other       publications and information produced by the Students’ Union. eg newsletters 

3.4 E.G Hold prearranged socials at Sponsor name such as Welcome Party, End of Season function

3.5 E.G.Comply in all respects with the conditions attached to the premises licence and the requirements and regulations of the local authority, police and fire authorities.

4 Duration

4.1 This arrangement shall commence on XXXX 20XX and shall continue until XXXXX 20XX.

4.2 The team will meet with Sponsor Name during June 2017 to discuss extending the agreement. Sponsor Name will be allowed an initial and exclusive opportunity to propose terms of renewal.


5 Meetings

5.1 The parties shall meet regularly to discuss the success of the partnership and further       opportunities for collaboration. These meetings will take place at Sponsor name at the request of either party. No less than 72 hours’ notice will be given if a meeting is required.

6 Termination

Termination may also occur with immediate effect by notice in writing by one party to the other on or at any time after the occurrence of any of the events specified below:

6.1 A material breach by either party of any of its material obligations under this agreement, which (if the breach is capable of remedy) the party responsible has failed to remedy within 14 days after receipt of notice in writing.

6.2 In the event of either party going into liquidation (other than voluntary for the purpose of amalgamation or reconstruction) or being unable to pay its debt within the meaning of section 123 of the insolvency Act 1986 (or any other statuary modification of re-enactment thereof) or suffering a distress or execution to be levied on or a receiver being appointed over any property belonging to that party or if the other party makes any arrangement with its creditors.

6.3 Either party or the venue ceases trading for any other reason. 

6.4 The termination of this agreement for any reason shall be without prejudice to any rights or obligations which shall have occurred or become due between the parties prior to the date of termination.






6.5 If any term of this agreement shall be held to be illegal or unenforceable in whole or in part, such term shall to that extent be deemed not to form part of the agreement but the validity and enforceability of the remainder of the agreement shall not be affected.

6.6 This agreement constitutes the whole agreement between the parties and supersedes any prior agreements between them.

6.7 Any notice to be served on either party shall be sent to the other by prepaid post or by email and shall be deemed to have been received by the addressee within 48 hours of posting and 24 hours if sent by email.

6.8 No variation of any of the terms of this agreement shall be effective unless made in writing and signed by both parties.

6.9 Neither party may assign this agreement unless with the other party’s consent in writing. Such consent, not to be unreasonably withheld.

6.10 English law shall govern this agreement and the parties agree to submit to the nonexclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.

6.11 Excluding contract rights of Third Parties.
