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HIGHLIGHTS SINCE LAST STUDENT COUNCIL: 
 
 
Refresher’s Fair:  

The Refresher's Fair for the January intake students, as well as returning students, was successfully organized. 
Over 20 societies participated in the event, attracting a significant number of new students who visited the 
society stalls to learn about the various activities and opportunities available within UWE SU Societies.   

  

Societies Participation and Student Engagement:   

As of the week ending January 12th, Opportunities memberships totaled 6,711, reflecting a 1.5% increase 
compared to the same period in the 2023-2024 academic year.   

- We have continued to receive new society applications, with 49 applications submitted since the start of the 
academic year. These span across Academic, National/Faith/Identity (NFI), and Special Interest categories.   

- Newly ratified Academic Societies include the UWE Civil Engineering Society, Radiography Society, and UWE 
Investment Society.   

- Newly established National, Faith, and Identity Societies include the Jewish Society, Nepalese Society, and 
Japanese Society.   

- During Term 1, over 100 society events were hosted by our groups across all UWE campuses and external 
venues.   

    

Pull Up Societies:  

In response to the rising cost of living, we introduced the ‘Pull Up Your Societies’ initiative. Every Wednesday, 
society members—whether committee members or general members—receive a 10% discount at the Student 
Union Bar.   

  

Societies Award Money:   

As announced during the first Societies Conference, this year we will not only recognize the Society of the Year 
but also award a monetary prize. This initiative has motivated societies to actively participate in university life 
and promote themselves for the prestigious title. Additionally, a second monetary award will be announced 
during the Society Award Night.
